DIRECTORS’ REPORT

The directors submit their report and the audited accounts of the charitable company for the period from 1 April 2010 to 31 March 2011.
Legal and administrative information set out on pages 2 and 3 and forms part of this report.  The accounts comply with current statutory requirements, the Memorandum and Articles of Association and the Statement of Recommended Practice – Accounting and Reporting by Charities (revised 2005).

FROM THE CHAIRMAN

Over the last few years the services offered by Aberdeen Safer Community Trust has seen exciting change with its services expanding into many new areas.  As an organisation it was therefore important for us to evaluate our internal structure to ensure the Trust was in the best possible health to support our continued success and growth.  This involved a thorough review consisting of root and branch skills, remit and structure audit.  Through engaging with service users, partners and input from our own Board, this last year has seen a new, robust Trust emerge with a revitalised board and committees and many new advisors engaged.

With this new strength the Trust has been working harder than ever to deliver relevant and effective services to the benefit of the people of Aberdeen.  We helped to deliver Safe Team to over 1,500 Primary 7 pupils; we welcomed over 150 over 50’s to our Older & Wiser event; we supported over 340 Neighbourhood Watch groups in the city; and we gave safety talks to a wide variety of community groups and clubs throughout the year.

In a time of recession, the need to act preventatively is even more important.  The cost of attending emergencies, the cost of recovery and rehabilitation, the cost of lost working time and redeployment all adds up.  The need for simple, small projects, like those delivered by Aberdeen Safer Community Trust, that can prevent accidental injury and reduce crime, is more and more crucial and their value to the public purse, industry, business and most importantly, the people of Aberdeen, soon adds up.  

The aim now is for the Trust to continue working with it’s partners to make an impact on the priority areas within the city, meeting the challenges and seeking new and innovative ways to tackle problem areas and to make the most of emerging opportunities.

I wish to express my thanks to the dedicated staff, board members, volunteers, partners, sponsors and supporters all of whom have helped Aberdeen Safer Community Trust to develop over the past twelve months.

The Trust is excited about the year ahead and is looking forward to working hard to make Aberdeen a safer and happy place for everyone to live, work and play.  This is the primary objective of the Trust and will be in the future.  

I look forward to working toward these aims with the Board of Trustees in the forthcoming year.

STRUCTURE, GOVERNANCE AND MANAGEMENT 
Nature of Governing Document
Aberdeen Safer Community Trust Limited is a company limited by guarantee (company number SC336901) and a registered Scottish charity (charity number: SC027660).  The charitable company is governed by its Memorandum and Articles of Association.
Organisational Structure
A Board of Directors and Trustees meet quarterly and administers the charity.  This year saw an analysis and revision of the structure and remit of each committee resulting in two new committees with an oversight of Development and Funding.  A Chief Executive is appointed by the directors to manage the day to day operations of the charity.  
Recruitment and Appointment of Directors
The powers for appointment and removal of directors are set out in the company’s Memorandum and Articles of Association.  The members of the Executive Committee shall be elected by ballot from amongst nominations put forward by the members of the company. At each Annual General Meeting, one third of the elected members of the Executive Committee shall retire from office but shall be eligible for reappointment.
It is the charity’s policy to seek to appoint directors who have a specific interest in its charitable objects or whose skills can complement those already in place.  

The positions of Chairman, two Vice-Chairs and Treasurer are elected by the Board.

The directors during the year were as listed on page 1 together with Dr Margaret Farquhar who was appointed a director on 29 January 2008, and Mrs Kath Forman who was appointed a director on 2 April 2008 both resigning their Directorship on 7 April 2011.  The Directors would like to recognise their contribution to the Trust and its development and thank them for their continued support as advisors to the Funding Committee.
Induction and Training of Trustees 
Newly appointed directors receive an induction pack and are introduced to the workings of the Board through their first meetings.  Board training is under constant review and will take cognisance of any new Acts including the Corporate Manslaughter Act to ensure members are fully up-to-date with their legal responsibilities.
Risk Management
The directors have assessed the major risks to which the company is exposed, in particular those related to the operations and finance of the company and are satisfied that systems are in place to manage the exposure to major risks.  Specifically, a Risk Register has now been created to enable improved management of risks to the company.

OBJECTIVES, ACTIVITIES AND ACHIEVEMENTS
Principal Activities
The purpose of the Trust is formally stated as the advancement of citizenship or community development, the saving of lives, the advancement of education, and, in furtherance of these objects the Company shall promote and encourage security, public safety, the prevention of crime and a reduction of the fear of crime for the benefit of the residents of the City of Aberdeen.

The Trust was recognised as a charity on 15th February 1998.

Aberdeen Safer Community Trust Limited was incorporated on 29 January 2008 and is recognised as a Scottish Charity on the Scottish Charity Register.
This year has seen a consolidation of the Trust’s various projects, focussing on bringing safety education and information into the community.  We have given over £5,500 to support five community projects tackle community safety issues: from alcohol awareness for school pupils to supporting the reduction in reoffending of and re-integration of women prisoners.  As well as seeking to expand our grant making capacity, the Trust has continued to work closely with our partners at Aberdeen City Council, Grampian Police, Grampian Fire & Rescue and Aberdeen College as well as many others.  

Our ultimate aim remains to focus on the longer term benefits of prevention which we believe will be realised to its full potential by Risk Ready, our proposed centre of excellence for safety education.  As a foundation for this, the Trust has now taken on the administration and running of Grampian Safe Team, a multi-agency child safety project for Primary 7 pupils.  We continue to seek ways to improve Home Safety and supported Scotland’s Year of Home Safety in 2010.  

We have also increased our work with local community groups, delivering safety talks and events at various community centres ranging from youth groups to senior groups. Our work is greatly aided by the fact that the Trust receives funding from the Aberdeen City Common Good Fund towards the costs involved in delivering many of the safety events as well as our basic running costs.  This invaluable contribution means that all donations for charity funding obtained is invested in to community safety initiatives without deduction.  This year 91% of funds and £2,530 gifts-in-kind were spent on delivering multi-faceted community safety work.

The existence of the Trust makes a significant contribution to the well being of Aberdeen creating safer and stronger communities.

Grant making policy

The Trust distributes funds to community organisations operating within the City of Aberdeen, to be applied for purposes which align with those of the Trust. All grants are evaluated after one year.

Partnership Links

Our strongest bonds still lie with Aberdeen City Council, Aberdeen College, Grampian Police, Printagraph and Carmelite.  These organisations are vital partners in the work the Trust seeks to carry out and allow us to maintain our independence.  The Trust is included as a member of the Aberdeen Community Safety Partnership in the Tactical Assessment work that the Partnership implements.  This strategic approach focuses on specific tasks allied to timescales for reporting progress.  We continue to progress links with other organisations to continuously improve our partnership working.
The trust is also represented on: Aberdeen Charities Together, Grampian Neighbourhood Watch Association, LASER (Learning About Safety by Experiencing Risk), the Older Peoples Working Group, Grampian Safe Team, and the Street Sport Project.
Funds and Fundraising

The Trust is thankful for its many contributors this year including Aberdeen City Council’s Common Good Fund, the Fairer Scotland Fund, Grampian Police, and the many community groups and companies that have made donations and supported our fundraising events.  

The Trust continues to be a member, and adhere to the principles of, the Fundraising Standards Board. 

Neighbourhood Watch

Neighbourhood Watch in Aberdeen continues to grow strongly.  With ongoing support from the Grampian Association, the new National Association staff and Grampian Police, it remains one of the top areas in Scotland.  The work is carried out by dedicated volunteers ensuring that communication between schemes, the Trust and the police remains robust and can provide the vital links to ensure community safety.  This work was funded by the Grampian Police and the Trust.
Safe 4 Work 

This project works with vulnerable young people with a history of drug use, criminality or chaotic home life to support their efforts to stabilise their lives and get into work.  A short course giving an introduction into Health & Safety, using examples that the participants can relate to has been developed to improve their employment prospects and develop their confidence.  This project will continue to be developed with a view to delivering it to other young people at Aberdeen College and beyond.  This project was funded by the Fairer Scotland Fund.

Older & Wiser

This year’s theme returned to Doorstep Cheats where we were supported by the Fairer Scotland Fund to provide the event as part of the 50+ festival.  Working with Trading Standards, Grampian Police Crime Reduction and Live Wire Productions the event was very well received.

Safe Team

A multi-agency safety education project for Primary 7 pupils, the Trust has been asked to take on the administration and running of the event by the Steering Group.  This year therefore saw the Trust and Grampian Police jointly running the event as a handover.  The organisation of Safe Team 2011 started at the beginning of the year and has been the sole responsibility of the Trust.

Risk Ready

The realisation of our plan to open a safety centre by the name of ‘Risk Ready’ has again taken significant steps forward.  With continued support and endorsement from First Minister Alex Salmond, the take over of Grampian Safe Team (a smaller scale version of Risk Ready) and continued interest in the potential savings of an investment in prevention.

We have begun to investigate alternative locations that may be able to reduce the necessary cost of Risk Ready therefore bringing the end goal closer to home.  We continue to take a developed approach with our activities and projects building the foundation which will eventually take place within the centre.  This enables us to ensure that the Trust is able to full fill the need for improved safety education earlier and gradually pull together the necessary support to create the ultimate centre.

Governance

The Trust would also like to place on record the part played by the Head of Finance and his staff under the auspices of the ‘help in kind’ donation given by Aberdeen City Council.  Similar thanks go to Aberdeen College for its ongoing commitment to the Trust in allowing access to its facilities.

FINANCIAL REVIEW 
The net outgoing resources for the period, amounting to £12,582, have been dealt with as shown in the Statement of Financial Activities.

The Trust received incoming resources of £80,149 in the period.  The majority of this funding was provided for specific projects and has been expended as summarised on the Trust’s charitable activities in note 4 to the accounts.
Reserves

The Directors aim to build a level of free reserves to enable the charity to sustain its charitable activities.  At 31 March 2011 these reserves were minimised and the remainder is for restricted purposes.  The Directors aim to continue building this reserve in the subsequent years to increase the buffer and reduce risk.
PLANS FOR FUTURE PERIODS 

The Trust continues to build on its solid foundation within the community and aims to ensure maximum benefit is offered to the people of Aberdeen.  

As well as growing its grant making capabilities, the Trust will continue to expand its community safety projects and work closely with our partners in Aberdeen City Council, Grampian Police, Grampian Fire & Rescue and Aberdeen College.  The Trust has been invited to take over the organisation and running of the Grampian Safe Team event and will use this year to raise the necessary funds to deliver this project from 2011 onwards.  In addition, the Trust continues to seek to fill any gaps that are evident in Community Safety and has already identified further need in Home Safety.
Provision of information to auditors

As far as the directors are aware, there is no relevant audit information of which the company’s auditors are unaware and we have taken all the steps that we ought to have taken as directors in order to make ourselves aware of any relevant audit information and to establish that the company’s auditors are aware of that information.

Accounting policies 


Basis of accounts preparation

The accounts are prepared under the historical cost convention, and in accordance with applicable accounting standards, the Companies Act 1985, the Charities Accounts (Scotland) Regulations 2006 and The Statement of Recommended Practice – Accounting and Reporting by Charities (revised 2005).


Incoming resources 
Voluntary income is included in the Statement of Financial Activities in the year in which it is receivable.

Income from grants, including capital grants, is included in incoming resources when it is receivable except where the charity has to fulfil conditions before becoming entitled to it or where the donor has specified that the income is to be expended in a future period. In these circumstances income is deferred until those periods.


Income from investments is included in the Statement of Financial Activities in the year in which it is receivable.


Resources expended 

Liabilities are recognised when the charity has an obligation to make payment to a third party.

Resources expended are included in the Statement of Financial Activities on an accruals basis inclusive of any irrecoverable VAT.

Expenditure is directly attributed to the relevant category in the Statement of Financial Activities where practical. Other expenditure is allocated on a pro-rata basis on the basis of the time spent on activities.

Charitable activities include expenditure associated with providing advice and support to encourage security, public safety and crime prevention and includes both the direct and support costs relating to this activity.

Costs of generating funds comprise those costs directly attributable to obtaining funding for the Risk Ready Safety Centre.

Grants or instalments of grants offered in connection with projects with institutions are charged to the Statement of Financial Activities in the year when the offer is conveyed to the recipient except in those cases where the offer is conditional, such grants being recognised as expenditure when the conditions attached are fulfilled. Grants offered subject to conditions which have not been met at the year end are noted as contingent liabilities, but are not accrued as expenditure.

Governance costs include those costs incurred in the governance of the charity and its assets and are primarily associated with constitutional and statutory requirements.

Accounting policies (continued)

Taxation
The company is recognised by HM Revenue and Customs as a charity and as a consequence of the tax reliefs available in relation to current year income is not liable to taxation.

Funds
Unrestricted funds include incoming resources receivable or generated for the objects of the charity without specified purpose and are available as general funds. These funds can be used in accordance with the charitable objects at the discretion of the directors.

Restricted funds are to be used for specific purposes as laid down by the donor.

Purposes of restricted funds

Administration

This funding is provided by Aberdeen City Council through the Common Good Fund to meet the costs of running the organisation to enable it to fulfil its multi-aspect safety awareness activities and governance costs.

Risk Ready Safety Centre

This funding is provided for the creation of a North East Safety Centre. A feasibility study and business plan have been prepared and efforts are now centred on raising funds for the construction of the centre.

Common Good Personal Safety Fund

Aberdeen City Council appointed the Trust as distributors for personal attack alarms. The funding for the alarms has been secured from Aberdeen City Council Common Good Fund. By agreement, the Trust purchases the alarms and then recharges Aberdeen City Council.

Community Safety Award Scheme

This funding is provided by the Aberdeen Community Safety Partnership for the purposes of providing small grants which fall within the strategic priority areas of the Partnership.

Neighbourhood Watch

This is a ring-fenced budget for the purpose of revitalising, supporting and promoting Neighbourhood Watch in Aberdeen City. Funding is secured from a variety of sources.

Crime Reduction Initiative

Following the disbandment of Aberdeen South Crime Prevention Panel, Grampian Police requested that the Trust take control of their residual funding. Since that time the fund has been added to by Grampian Police through the sale of personal attack alarms and other donations. All funds raised are lodged in the Trust accounts and ring-fenced for sole use by Grampian Police.

Older & Wiser

This is a ring-fenced budget for the purpose of an annual safety education event for older people within Aberdeen. Ranging from crime prevention to home and personal safety, the project uses an interactive stage show to get important safety messages across in an entertaining way.
ASCT Grants Fund

This funding is supported by donations from the private sector and individuals who provide support for the charity’s grant making activities. It is also augmented by fundraising events.

This is a ring-fenced budget for the purpose of a multi agency annual safety education event for Primary 7 pupils in Grampian.   Using interactive sets the children experience dangers and learn how to stay safe.

Foyer Project
This is a ring-fenced budget for the purpose of providing an introduction in Health & Safety to those that have had a chaotic lifestyle or have been excluded.  The awareness course helps to support these individuals in turning their life around and to find employment.

Injury Reduction Fund

This funding is provided for Home Safety projects.
